2. Minutes of last Meeting: The minutes were confirmed to be correct by Rhodri Morgan (Aberaeron) and seconded by Dai Morgan (Llandysul).

3. Matters Arising: 
None.

4.  Singles and Doubles Knockout Cup:
a)    Handicap. The KO Singles team handicap is calculated by adding up the handicap scores of the three players and multiplying by 2.33 to get the overall score for the seven games. 
Player handicaps had to be adjusted for the four outstanding matches in Division 1. For the purpose of handicapping then the maximum player scores are added when making the calculations (i.e matches will be deemed as scoring 9 – 9).

b)    Draw: The draw was made by the Fixture Secretary. Details of the draw are on Appendix A.

c)    Dates: Free weeks were allocated for the competition on 9’th Feb and 2nd March 2023 with the final being played prior to the Presentation Evening.


5. Presentation Evening:
a)    Venue: The committee agreed to look into hosting the event at the La Calabria, Ffostrasol. The Secretary will look into arranging this and distribute the menu to all players and get numbers to feed back to the venue. 

b)    Date: It was agreed to host this event on Friday April 21’st 2023.

6. Any Other Matters: 
a)
Sponsorship: No sponsorship has been received yet from Nisa Ffossyffin and Absolute Snooker. Marc Rees will chase up the Nisa sponsorship and the secretary will chase up the Absolute Snooker sponsorship. Emyr Thomas (Bow Street Butchers) and Dai Morgan (Uniserve) agreed to continue their sponsorship.

Raffle: It was agreed to put on a raffle for the coming season.

Team Entry for the ‘Team for Wales Competition’: We’ve not had any communication regarding this year’s KO as yet. Dilwyn Smith agreed to chase up through his contacts with Welsh Snooker.

d) 
Miss Rule definition for singles and doubles competitions: The secretary stated that he had done some research into what other leagues in Wales have adopted and went through a few options available. It was agreed to adopt a variant of the ‘Miss Rule’ to have a maximum of three misses and two ‘put backs’. After the third miss the ball is played from where it lands with the usual option of putting the player back in to play. This will be trialled in the two competitions with referees present for each game.

e)
Unplayed fixtures and Handicapping: There were only two unplayed fixtures which were due to Emyr Thomas of Beulah A having a badly broken finger which was in a splint. It was agreed to not penalise Beulah A and the two teams they were playing, and calculate the handicaps based on the current percentages.
f)
New High Break Page and Further Web Development: The secretary showed a screen shot of what the new web page will look like and stated that this will be made available shortly. He also explained that the current website is now almost thirteen years old and is in need of a rebuild, possibly with new web software. It was agreed to get a price for this development in order to discuss at the next AGM.

g)
Scores being counted when games are refereed: Eifion Harries stated that there had been instances when scores weren’t being verbally counted and then uncertainty arose as to what the break value amounted to. It was agreed to update the Code of Conduct section of the Rules to reflect this.
